Beginning January 8, 2008, Whispering Wind School will implement “One Per Household” (OPH).  OPH is a cost savings and a paper reduction initiative.

OPH eliminates the duplication of written communications sent home to parents with more than one child enrolled at Whispering Wind School.  Under the present procedure, written communications from the school are sent home with every student.  As a result, parents with more than one child enrolled at Whispering Wind receive duplicates of all these communications throughout the year.  This is an unnecessary waste of resources.

Under the new procedure, only one child per household will be responsible for delivering school related communication home to their parents.  In these instances, the child whose name appears in the alphabet first will receive all written communications.

Other resources to reduce paper distribution is the use of our website.  Thru surveys we have found that 97% of families have computers.  A little over half our families use Home View.
